Thatcher has already sold the British National Oil Corporation to MacGregor's friends in the
City.

North Sea Gas is about to suffer the same fate. Power Station workers are belng lald-off de-
spite the fact that the Government has ordered the Electricity Board to import electricity from
French nuclear stations via cross-channel cables.

Britain's coal Is the next target. We have hundreds of years of reserves. Yet Thatcher would
rather throw this country to the wolves who control the world energy markets.

In the next 12 months, she and MacGregor want to close 20 pits and shed 20,000 jobs. Mac-
Gregor told the NUM that over the next 3 years he wants to reduce the number of pits from 174
to 100 and the number of jobs from 180,000 to 100,000.

A Turther 160,000 jobs will disappear over the same period in induslries supplying pits and
carrylng coal. This will hit engineering, rall and road transport, gas and electricity, not only In
mining areas but throughout Britain.
