You will remember that an adjective changes according to whether the noun it refers
to is masculine (e.g. el edificio — ‘building’ ) or feminine (e.g. la casa — ‘house’ ):

When adjectives refer to a masculine noun, they end in - o.
When they refer to a feminine noun, they end in - a.

However, adjectives that end in - e or in a consonant have the same form for both
masculine and feminine nouns:

Prepositions of place are used to indicate location. Two of the most useful of these prepositions
are en (‘in’) and entre (‘between’):

sLa Plaza de Armas esta en el centro
*El polideportivo esta entre la calle Mayor y la avenida Goya.

Location is also indicated by prepositional phrases (a combination of two or more words which
function as a preposition) such as detras de (‘behind’), delante de (‘in front of’), enfrente de
(‘opposite’), al lado de (‘next to’):

*El hospital esta detras de la universidad.

*El hotel esta enfrente de la catedral.

MONTEVIDEO

Montevideo was founded in 1726 and many of its early residents were from the
Canary Islands. As the capital of Uruguay, it dominates the country's political,
economic and cultural life. Montevideo developed around its port, one of the most
important in the Southern Cone. It experienced a construction boom in the early 19th
century, when some of the original buildings of the 1720s, such as EI Cabildo and the
Iglesia Matriz, were remodelled.
