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Transcript

Adding large whole numbers
Hi there, in this short video, you will learn how to add large whole numbers.

We will work through some examples, demonstrating each step, and later in the video, you will have an opportunity to test your knowledge.

Let's start with 251 + 47

At the moment, the numbers are written from left to right. To make it easier to keep track of our calculations, we first rearrange them from top to bottom like so

we draw a horizontal line underneath to separate the numbers from the answer which goes below this line.  

Because we are adding these numbers, it doesn't  matter which order we place them in.

It is however important that the numbers are positioned so that their place values are aligned, units under units, tens under tens and hundreds under hundreds.

Starting with the units column, we add these numbers to get 1 plus 7 equals 8. We write down 8 below the line in the units column.

Moving to the 10s column, we have 5 plus 4 equals 9.

We write down 9 below the line in the tens column.

Moving to the hundreds column, there is no number under the 2. 

We can place a zero here so that it looks like the other columns.  

After some practice you will become more comfortable with leaving this as a blank space knowing it means zero. 

Adding the digits in the hundreds column we get 2 plus zero equals 2.

We write down 2 below the line in the hundreds column.

As this is the last column, we are done and we can conclude that 251 + 47 equals 298

Moving on to the next example 469 plus 7,146. 

Starting with the units, we have 9 plus 6  equals 15.

If write 15 below the line it has 2 digits and we can't put both in the units column.

Instead, we put the right most digit 5 in the units column and we move the 1 to the top of the tens column.

In the tens column we now have 1 plus 6 equal 7 and 7 plus 4 equals 11.

once again, we have 2 digits so the rightmost digit 1 goes in the tens column and the other  goes to the top of the hundreds column .

Moving on to the hundreds column, we have 1 plus 4 equals 5 and 5 plus 1 equals 6. 

Finally in the thousands column, we have zero plus 7 equals 7.

So 469 plus 7,146 equals 7,615.

Moving on to our final example where even though we have 4 numbers this time, the process is exactly the same.

26 plus 3648 plus 241 plus 34

Make sure that the Units, tens, hundreds and thousands place values are all aligned 

Starting with the units, we have 6 plus 8 is 14, 14 plus 1  is 15 and 15 plus 4 is 19.

The 9 goes in the units column and the 1 to the top of the tens column

Moving to the tens column, we have 1 plus 2 is 3, 3 plus 4 is 7, 7 plus 4 is 11 and 11 plus 3 is 14.

The 4 goes in the tens column and the 1 to the top of the hundreds column.

Moving to the hundreds column, we have 1 plus 6 is 7 and 7 plus 2 is 9  

Moving to the thousands column we have 3 plus zero is 3.

So 26 plus 3648 plus 241 plus 34 equals 3949.
