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Transcript

Dividing decimals by 10 100 and 1000
Hi there, 

In this short video, you will learn about dividing decimals by 10, by 100, and by 1000. 

we will work through examples, and you will have an opportunity to test yourself at the end. 

We use a similar technique to that which we used when multiplying by 10, 100 or 1000 except that we move each digit one place to the right, for each zero in the divisor when we divide by 10, 100, 1000 and so on. 

Starting with 85.8 divided by 10 

There is one zero in 10 so move each digit one place to the right to get 8.58 

Next 19.54 divided by 100 

There are two zeros in 100 so move each digit 2 places to the right. 

There are 2 digits before the decimal point so we get .1954  

We put a zero before the decimal point to get 0.1954 

28.74 divided by 1000 

There are three zeros in 1000 so we need move each digit 3 places to the right but there are only 2 digits before the decimal point here.  

Like in multiplication, we need to have another place value to the left and we do this by placing a zero to the left of the 2. 

Now we have 028.74 divided 1000 and moving each digit 3 places to the right gives 0.02874 

Let’s try one more 

8.9 divided by 1000 

We need to move each digit 3 places to the right. 

We place 2 zeros before the 8 and move each digit 3 places to the right giving 0.0089 

Now Test yourself 

Calculate the following: 

5.64 divided 100 

0.5834 divided 10 

6878.5 divided by 1000 

8.75 divided by 1000
