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Transcript

Place Value of Whole Numbers
Hi there, in this short video you will learn about the place value of whole numbers. 

We will begin with numbers with 3 digits and then we will place more digits to left to   create larger numbers.  

You will also have an opportunity to test your knowledge. 

Beginning with the number 478 

The right most digit 8 has a place value of ones or units as they are commonly known. 

Moving to the left, the next digit 7 has a place value of tens. 

The next digit 4 has a place value of hundreds  

So, the place values of the number 478 are    

8 Ones or Units 

7 tens  

4 hundreds  

giving us the number 

four hundred and seventy-eight. 

Placing 3 digits to the left we get  the larger number 

526478 

The pattern now continues as before 

Together, these 3 digits make up the thousand 

The next digit to the left of the hundreds is 6 and this has a place value of one thousand. 

Moving left the next digit 2 has a place value of ten thousand 

The next digit 5 has a place value of hundred thousand  

The place values of the   number 526 478 are 

8 Ones or Units 

7 tens  

4 hundreds  

6 one thousands 

2 ten thousands   

5 hundred thousands 

giving the number five hundred and 26 thousand, four hundred and seventy eight. 

Finally for this example placing 3 more digits to left we get the even larger number 

 

3 1 9   5 2 6   4 7 8 

Together, these 3 digits make up the millions    

The next digit to the left of the Thousands is 9 and  has a place value of one million. 

Moving left the next digit is 1 and has a place value of ten million. 

The final digit is 3 and has a place value of hundred million  

The place values of number 319 526 478 are 

8 Ones or Units 

7 tens  

4 hundreds  

6 one thousands  

2 ten thousands   

5 hundred thousands 

9 one millions 

1 ten million   

3 hundred millions 

giving the number 3 hundred and 19 million, five hundred and 26 thousand, four hundred and seventy eight.
