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Transcript

Standard multiplication
Hi there, 

In this short video, you will learn about standard multiplication or the column method as it is sometimes called. 

We will work through some examples, and you will have an opportunity to test yourself at end. 

When multiplying, we arrange the numbers, as before, from top to bottom in no particular order but as a rule of thumb, We normally place the smaller number at the bottom. 

We multiply the top number by each digit of the bottom number, starting at the units column and working from right to left. 

Our first example is 56 multiplied by 8 or 56 times 8 for short. 

From right to left 

8 times 6 is 48 

Write 8 in the units column and carry the 4 to the tens column. 

8 times 5 is 40 and we add the 4 that we carried to get 44. 

So, 56 multiplied by 8 is 448. 

Next example is 247 multiplied by 26 

Starting with the 6 

6 times 7 is 42 so we write 2 in the units column and carry the 4. 

6 times 4 is 24 plus the 4 we carried is 28 

we write 8 in the tens column and carry the 2. 

6 times 2 is 12 plus the 2 we carried is 14 

We write down 14  

We now move left and multiply by the 2 in the tens column. 

As this means multiplying by 20, we first write  a zero underneath the 2 in the units column  

Now we can just multiply by 2. 

2 times 7 is 14.  

write 4 in the next column to the left and carry the 1. 

2 times 4 is 8 plus the 1 we carried is 9 

2 times 2 is 4  

Draw a line underneath and add these numbers to get the final answer. 

 Starting with the units: 

0 plus 2 is 2 

 

4 plus 8 is 12, write down 2 and carry 1 

9 plus 4 is 13 plus the 1 we carried is 14  

write down 4 and carry 1 

4 plus 1 is 5, plus the 1 we carried is 6  

So, 247 multiplied by 26 is 6,422 

Our final example is 456 multiplied by 243 

Starting with the 3 

3 times 6 is 18  

write down 8 and carry the 1. 

3 times 5 is 15 plus the 1 we carried is 16 

Write down 6 and carry the 1. 

3 times 4 is 12 plus the 1 we carried is 13 

Write down 13  

moving left multiply by the 4 in the tens column. 

As this means multiplying by 40, write a zero underneath the 8 in the units column and just multiply by 4. 

4 times 6 is 24 

write 4 in the next column and carry the 2. 

4 times 5 is 20 plus the 2 we carried is 22 

write 2 in the next column and carry 2. 

4 times 4 is 16 plus the 2 we carried is 18  

write down 18. 

moving left  multiply by the 2 in the hundreds column. 

As this means multiplying by 200, write a zero underneath in the units and tens columns and just multiply by 2. 

2 times 6 is 12  

write 2 in the next column and carry the 1. 

2 times 5 is 10 plus the 1 we carried is 11 

write 1 and carry 1. 

2 times 4 is 8 plus the 1 we carried is 9. 

Draw a line underneath and add. 

 

Starting with the units: 

0 plus 0 plus 8 is 8 

0 plus 4 plus 6 is 10,  

write down 0 and carry 1 

2 plus 2 plus 3 is 7 plus the 1 we carried is 8  

1 plus 8 plus 1 is 10,  write down 0 and carry the 1 

9 plus 1 is 10, plus the 1 we carried is 11 

So, 456 multiplied by 243 is 110,808

Calculate the following: 

259 x 23  

56 x 48 

852 x 64 

648 x 253
