	Lesson topic: Improvisation

	Learning objectives: (Link to NC or Exam spec)
Understand what improvisation means in the context of Indian Music.

Be able to identify different ways of improvising using a musical idea.

Know that improvisation occurs in other musical contexts.
	Strategies for assessing objectives: 
Starter and Plenary: directed questioning. 

Questioning linked to modelling of graphic scores, own improvising, self evaluation of own improvising. 

Plenary discussion, directed questioning. Homework.

	Learning outcomes: (Link to NC or Exam spec) All pupils will perform an improvisation section using the notes of a raga. 
Most pupils will use different strategies to improvise using the musical idea as a starting point.

Some pupils will develop their own ways of using the musical idea and be able to perform fluently and with expression.
	Context of learning: (Previous lesson / Next lesson) Previous lesson – intro to Indian Musical culture, (instrum, ceremonies, difference between old and new Indian Music – played and sang different Ragas on K/B.
Next lesson – Class performance of Indian piece inc. improvisation sections and Tala.



	Musical experience: (Musical activities / repertoire)
Anoushka Shankar DVD clip. Jimi Hendrix – Improvisation at Woodstock (YouTube). Raga 4 from Year 8 workbook.
Improvising using ICT / backing tracks for the 1st time. Round the class improvised performance without breaks in backing track – promote fluidity of ideas.

What does Improvisation mean? Watch DVD clip of Indian Improvisation.
How to Improvise? Graphic scores of improvisations – what would the music sound like in each case? 
Explain task including recap of Raga. Listen to example over backing track. Move to Keyboards.
