Monitoring and giving feedback: Lower Primary Language and Literacy

English (with Hindi)

Commentary:

In a multigrade primary school, around 90 students from different linguistic backgrounds
study with a single teacher.

The one-room school has an incomplete partition wall that separates Class | and Class Il
children from the rest of the students. Two columns of Class Il students, two columns of
Class IV students and three columns of Class V students, share the same space.

In this lesson, the teacher demonstrates effective feedback. While it is not possible for him
to monitor each of his students closely in this small space, he employs a number of
techniques to ensure that they all feel valued during the classroom activity.

The lesson starts with the teacher asking Classes lll, IV and V, to read different texts about
the lives of famous people.
