Guidance notes

1. Be clear about how learners will use the blog – what are they going to do? This will largely include publishing students work for commenting and reflecting on and sharing resources and information.
2. What impact do you expect the use of a blog to achieve? This could include increased motivation, collaboration, greater understanding of a topic, theme etc. You should link this to your existing programmes of study or other planning documents.
3. What evidence of impact will you look for? This could include observations of the learners, evaluation of the work produced, learners’ opinions on the activity, etc. This should be recorded in your learning journal.
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
