	Chapter 1: Discussion/ reflection: Can you imagine travelling around the world in 80 days? How would you travel? What route would you take? Where would you like to spend a few days? Who would you travel with?

Chapter 2a) Phileas Fogg’s new manservant is Jean Passepartout (this means ‘go everywhere’ in French!). Look back quickly at the end of chapter 1 & make a few notes about him. 
Chapter 2b) Vocabulary – find the meaning of these words- they are all related to money: wealthy, a cashier, a robbery, a thief, a receipt, a reward

Chapter 3a) Inspector Fix appears at the end of chapter 2. Why? What do you think he will do in chapter 3? 
Chapter 3b) Phileas Fogg & Passepartout take the train from London to Dover (UK) & the ferry boat to Calais, France. Where will their journey take them after Europe, do you think? Look at a world map & guess before you read.

	Chapter 1: For any unknown words, underline/ note & try to guess in context. Look up the meaning afterwards. When & where does the story begin?

Chapter 2:  For any unknown words, underline/ note & try to guess in context. Look up the meaning afterwards. How much money does Phileas Fogg wager (gamble) on his 80-day, round-the-world trip?
 Chapter 3: The adventurers’ ship takes them from Italy to India, via which canal? (look at your map). They make a stopover – in which country?

	Chapter 1: What kind of man is Phileas Fogg?  Discuss or note down information about his lifestyle, routines, appearance, personality. 

Chapter 2: What is Phileas Fogg’s reaction to the idea of his journey? Is he agitated or excited? Does he make a lot of detailed plans? Is he taking a lot of luggage? How does Passepartout feel about the trip? Why is he nervous about losing his bag?

Chapter 3: Our adventurers go to Egypt via the Suez Canal & Passepartout meets Inspector Fix. What information does he share with him? Mr. Fix needs something before he can accuse Phileas Fogg of the robbery & arrest him – what is it? 
What is Phileas Fogg’s attitude to his travels? Does he keep a diary/journal? What does he note down in it?

Extension: Write a paragraph or 2, summarizing the story so far. Try to use any new vocabulary.

	Chapter 4: Discussion/ reflection: Our characters have arrived in India. Can you name any cities there? (You can look at your map). At the end of chapter 3, they take a new form of transport- what? Chapter 5: In this chapter, Passepartout joins a circus. Here’s some circus vocabulary – check the meanings of: acrobat, clown, lion tamer (to tame), juggler (to juggle), a tightrope, a trapeze, the Big Top. 
Chapter 6: In this chapter, our 3 friends & Mr Fix take the train from San Francisco to New York. They have to cross a ravine. What other types of geographical feature can you think of? They meet some buffalo. Can you think of other names for this type of animal, or similar?

Chapter 4: 1. Phileas Fogg & J.P do 2 good things for local people in this chapter. What are they? 2. Where do Phileas Fogg & Passepartout travel to after India? Where are they planning to go from there?
Chapter 5: How & where are Phileas Fogg & Passepartout re-united? Where are they going next & how are they travelling?

Chapter 6: The journey across the USA “once took 6 months”. How long does it take our 3 friends in 1872? And now? What other modes of transport have decreased travelling time since then? What other time saving devices do we use in the 21st century?
