Photography: Additional guidance

Here are some general photography guidelines for organisations: 

· Do not supply names of children along with the images, unless:
· It is considered absolutely necessary (perhaps for some elite child athletes) and
· The child and parent have consented. 

· Only use images of people dressed appropriately for the activity, including recommended safety gear. 

· Only use images for the agreed intended purposes.

· Avoid images and camera angles that may be misinterpreted or misused, for example, images that sexualise or objectify female athletes. 

· Ban any photography in accommodation rooms, changing facilities, toilets, and any areas where people may be changing or showering.

· Consider accreditation for approved official photographers, and conditions of entry and work assignment e.g., only in ‘public areas’ or ‘in competition’. 

· Provide clear guidelines to coaches who use images and videos of athletes as part of their training, reminding them that they need to agree use with all participants who may be filmed or photographed as part of the analysis.

· Provide children with clear guidance on the risks of taking and sharing certain types of images of themselves or others.

· Have clear, published guidance to inform parents/carers, coaches, agents, other stakeholders about the risks of posting images on social media.

· Consider athlete’s image rights, copyright, and contractual arrangements.
