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TESS-India (Teacher Education through School-based Support) aims to improve the classroom practices of
elementary and secondary teachers in India through the provision of Open Educational Resources (OERS)
to support teachers in developing student-centred, participatory approaches. The TESS-India OERs
provide teachers with a companion to the school textbook. They offer activities for teachers to try out in
their classrooms with their students, together with case studies showing how other teachers have taught
the topic and linked resources to support teachers in developing their lesson plans and subject knowledge.

TESS-India OERs have been collaboratively written by Indian and international authors to address Indian
curriculum and contexts and are available for online and print use (http://www.tess-india.edu.in/). The
OERs are available in several versions, appropriate for each participating Indian state and users are invited
to adapt and localise the OERs further to meet local needs and contexts.
