Plant propagation: Budding
The next type of grafting I'm going to show you is budding, and this is where we take a tree that is growing in the ground and we want to just add on a branch of something else, but all we're going to do is add on a new bud. So instead of adding a whole big section of scion wood, we're just going to add on a bud and then that would grow out as a different type of tree. Maybe you want to add several types of apple tree together for example.
So we need a bud from a stem, so let's pretend that this is our apple tree that has red apples. This is our apple tree that's growing in the ground, it has green apples and we want to get a red apple branch growing on the green apple tree.
So we need to take off a bud - I'm just going to make a little cut below the bud so I don't tear the bark off all the way. So you cut down underneath your node. Just taking your time. There we go, that's our bud.
You'll notice I'm not actually touching the bud with my finger because the oils on your skin are not actually great if they touch that. Going to pop that down there until we need it, and then we need a place on this branch for it to go - and you choose a section of internode where there isn't a bud to put it on. 
Now for the budding ,which is a type that you could do, you cut a t shape for it to go into. You cut down through the bark, along the way like that, and then you cut across the top as well. And then you peel back the bark like this so you get two little flaps coming up.
If you've got a proper grafting knife, they've got a little patch on them for doing this, a little
end on them that's a little bit blunter for doing this job.
Peel back the bark there and then you take your bud and you just slide it in. It sits under the bark that you've just lifted, just like that, and then turn it round this way. You can see from the side it looks like there's a new bud growing there, and it's wrapped in so it's all tucked in under the bark.
Then with all of the grafts, you tie them off with a bit of grafting tape or cling film, or just a piece of cut up sandwich bag - any sort of slightly stretchy plastic is great - and you bind it on, leaving the bud free . This is the same technique you use as if you're binding any of the other grafts together. You can also use raffia; it doesn't have to be tape or plastic.
Then you just tie those ends together, or twist them together like I'm doing, and that's it, all ready to go, all bandaged up, and that would grow away, a new, different variety of stem growing in that direction.
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
