Lesson one:  
Starter – Introduce Scots vocabulary through dictionary race – list of 5 Scots words on board – pupils to find English equivalent using the dictionary
Listening – Pupils listen to Pandoras Box (Scots version)
Discussion - Pair/group discussion of the Scots words they recognized & ones they did not know/ones they had different words for. (they will already have read version in English.)
Writing Activity – Storyboard the story of Pandoras Box using their Scots in Pairs. 
Plenary – Sharing their favourite Scots words and ones they have learned today.  
Lesson two will focus on Theseus and the Minotaur and they will do a more direct comparison between the language
