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Having already explored the experiences of Pte. John Alex Veitch using the letters he wrote to his family back in Pitlochry you may remember he wrote in English. For many Scots their mother tongue would have been Scots (a language, not an accent), but at school they were taught to scrive (write) in English. Why do you think this was? Are any of you bilingual?  
Before exploring some accounts of life in WW1 scrived (written) in Scots, we will work in groups to learn/ share some Scots words relevant to WW1.

Unit 4 Scots & Soc Sub at Secondary: 
Lesson Plan – Accounts of life in WW1 in Scots  (using sources & glossary by Jock Duncan 2018 + with tasks created by myself)
Context: S3 Historians, 2 classes. Very mixed ability: Level 2 to top end Level 4. 
Classes hae already tried a short task using Scots wirds in an earlier topic o wirk which the wee class enjoyed, but the more mixed muckle class were less enthusiastic aboot.  In the muckle class some o the mair able pupils were reluctant tae step oot o their comfort zones and seemed feart tae loose face infrint o ithers who foond the task simple. I want tae try a mair structured task this time tae try and bring everyone along wi it. Ma historians hae jist finished learnin aboot trench warfare an were explorin the expeirence of a local soldier, Pts. John Alex Veitch, usin letters he scrived tae his family. As the letters were in English, this is an ideal opportunity tae introduce the concept of havin tae scrive in English in school then at wirk, but talkin Scots wi family and frieens. 

Aims: 
Pupils learn / share knowledge of Scots wirds and hoo tae say them.
Consider the value of ‘hearing’ the true voices o people in the past.
Use Scots sources as a basis for consolidatin ‘describe’, ‘explain’ and ‘compare’ skills.

Task A: A changed ma mind awa fra gettin pupils tae try findin English words for the glossary as the online dictionaries A hae tried are nit that user frieenly and A’m findin this year group (post Covid?) are awfie poor on their alphabet an searchin oot wirds. Insteed A intend tae get them tae fold the paper an try an wirk oot the wirds they can in their groups which A think they will find mair fun while relaxing them intae the task – if abody feels comfie it makes the learnin go easier. Ony pupils keen tae try usin online dictionaries will be allowed tae though. 

Soondin oot the wirds will be done in groups tae help pupils relax further intae the task, nae feelin they need tae spik infront o abody. Then askin tem tae be choosin who wis the best at spikin the wirds will add a wee bit competition tae try and motivate the mair able bairns who might jis sit back itherwise.

Workin in groups (which A will hiv planned in advance to get a mixture o abilities wi literacy and wi Scots) they will wirk through the sources discussin whit they think is goin on in each an notinbg ideas directly ontae the sheet tae avoid muddling those who find usin too many sheets confusin. A made the sources point 14 tae mak it easier to the Scots. Level 2/3 bairns will wirk with a classroom assistant as they need a lot o directed support & will work at a different pace. A will need tae find time tae fully brief the Supporter an gie them a translation o sources intae English tae help them. The booklet nature o the task means these wains can also take it awa tae continue in Support Base later. 

Task B – answerin questions usin the sources will allow bairns tae differentiate by ootcom with extension fir those who need stretchin mair. The extension on p6 offers pupil choice an will help manage the different pace bairns will wirk at. The research extension will only be tried by some. (Future task – more able pupils might compare the words from different areas in the sources.)
I hiv added the feedback, next steps and pupil voice a at the end o the pupil booklet as A like them tae see it as they gang along.
